Examples of potential crowdfunded projects and
breakthroughs include: 

Research studies 
Clinical trials 
DNA Sequencing 

It's important to share and network in order to gain traction and attention to your
campaign! Here are a few ideas: 

Press: Consider having coverage done in traditional media, such as radio, TV,
magazine, or podcast
Social Media: Share your campaign on Facebook or Twitter, and encourage friends
and family to help you share it as well
Offline Fundraising: Consider tabling or flyering at an offline event, or have an offline
fundraiser such a gala or raffle

Eliminate any extra steps and sign ups.
Sharing more content over time allows
more giving. Help the donors be
engaged with the whole story instead of
just one timeline
